SCREENING TABLE 

FOR POTENTIAL CHEMICAL BANS/RESTRICTIONS

1. Purpose

This table is intended to be used as an aid to identify existing or potential legal and manufacturer limitations on the use of particular substances.  Organizations involved in the early phases of chemical research can use the table as a screen for understanding risks associated with raw materials chosen for R&D.  The table is also useful for process engineering organizations to better ensure availability of key materials for HVM by incorporating mitigation methods for any of the risks identified.

2. Scope

This tool is meant to be a screen, not a full risk assessment.  The screen focus is only on the potential for legal limitations on the use of a substance, and is not meant to substitute for the broader risk assessment used to approve materials for production.

2.  There is some discussion in the press on EHS effects of one or more of the chemical families/chemicals/raw materials listed below.

3.  Studies on one or more of the chemicals/raw materials listed below have been submitted to a governmental agency under a reporting obligation triggered by discovery of significant EHS risks (e.g., TSCA Section 8(e)).

4.  A major product manufacturer who is a supplier to the semiconductor manufacturing market has indicated an intention to contractually exclude one or more of the chemicals listed below from use in their products.
