The book has a section on the influence of converging technologies on the nano-electronics community (read: semiconductor companies and their biosphere). We represented the disruptive technologies in there, which are often regarded as not to be taken seriously on the semiconductor highway. The picture in the chapter that Clive referred to is in the book, on page 39 and 41. It was untroduced by Maurits Doorn, the editor, based on a model by Abernathy and Clrake, in an attempt to create a useful model that incorporates existing, sustaining technologies (such as semiconductors) with disruptive technologies like MST and the broad definition of nano. 
 

This picture finally allowed the debate in the group working on the semiconductor section. Before that, there was a very semicon-central thinking, basically ignoring the disruptive side of things. 
 

If we want to do anything with this, I'd suggest to focus at the book itself. It's for sale through the above website. Our MANCEF people (Steve and I together with (I think also MANCEF member Erik Knol) have helped out to create a good model for positioning semiconductors and new technologies. 
 

Perhaps Steve has some better insights to share on this.
